AKC Hunt Test July 12 and 13, 2008

And Instinct Evaluation
On July 12 and 13, 2008, The American Spaniel Club held an AKC hunt test at the Glen’s Valley Conservation club in Martinsville, IN.  The hunt test was run in conjunction with the National Cocker Spaniel Show in Indianapolis where conformation, agility and obedience was held.

Thunder, lightening and rain was the forecast for Saturday, July 12– and sure enough the forecast held true. All hunt test participants and helpers arrived at the grounds promptly at 7:00 a.m. so that we could get the hunt test underway by 7:30 a.m.  Unfortunately the lightening and thunder made us wait three hours to start the hunt test.  Although the dogs were ready to go hunting, the stormy conditions allowed them a couple more hours of sleep in their dry crates, we were all anxious to get started.

Once the rain passed, the sun came out and quickly dried the grassy fields.  The junior dogs and the senior dogs got started in two different areas followed by the Master level when the senior dogs were finished.  All land work was completed by early afternoon and then we went on to the water for the Master water blinds and the marked retrieves for all levels.

On Saturday, an Instinct test/evaluation was offered for people to bring out their dogs to see how they would react to birds.  The evaluation gave those who are involved in conformation and performance events the opportunity to see if their dog in action and to evaluated if they had the ability to be trained for field work.  Bob and Marsha Linehan, cocker hunting enthusiasts from San Diego, CA, joined us to evaluate the newcomers.  Bob has many years of experience working with cockers and has put several AKC hunting titles on his cockers including titling 5 of his cockers at the Master Hunter level. Most of the dogs who attended the Instinct Evaluation had never been out in the field before. Bob used bumpers, tennis balls, bird wings and clip winged pigeons to evaluate the dogs.  Many of them showed desire and ability as they were exposed to the various exercises.  All who came had fun and saw their dogs turn on to birds and scent and have the experience to do what they were bred to do.

Sunday started off picture perfect and the hunt test started right on time as scheduled.  The day went very well.  45 dogs were entered in the two-day hunt test.  Of the dogs entered, 16 were cocker spaniels, one english cocker, one welsh springer spaniel, one Sussex spaniel and three clumber spaniels.  Judges were Donald and Rebecca Krueger from Wisconsin and Jim Brueggeman from Illinois.
